Heckington Fen Wind Farm – It was stated that nothing further was available to report at present.

B/17/0110 – The application for the erection of a single storey rear extension at Ivy House, Sutterton Drove for Mr Woods and Ms Scott had been granted.

B/17/0221 – The application for the conversion of existing garage block to form stables and erection of fencing and equestrian manege incidental to the enjoyment of a dwelling house at Maryland Farm, Sutterton Drove for Mr G Winman was inspected.  No objections.

B/17/0222 – The application for the partially retrospective planning permission for construction of a carport (existing) and front boundary wall and fence (proposed) at Maryland Farm, Sutterton Drove, for Mr G Winman was inspected.  No objections.

B/17/0223 – The application for the retrospective planning permission for construction of a garden room (existing) and pergola (existing) at Maryland Farm, Sutterton Drove for Mr G Winman was inspected.  No objections.

No objections, noting that it would be better seeing the property lived in instead of empty.
